BRONZE PIN

1. Exhibit one entry for each project enrolled in at the county fair.

2. Attend over one-half of the regularly scheduled club meetings.

3. Attend one club or county event other than a meeting.

4. Turn in your completed record book to your leader at the end of the 4-H year.
5. Meet the 4 requirements on Bronze Pin Application.

CLOVER PIN

1. Exhibit one entry for each project enrolled in at the county fair.

2. Attend over one-half of the regularly scheduled club meetings.

3. Attend one club or county event other than a meeting.

4. Turn in your completed record book to your leader at the end of the 4-H year.
5. Meet requirements 1-4 on Clover Pin Application.

6. Do 3 of the optional requirements for the Clover Achievement Pin.

EMERALD PIN

1. Exhibit one entry for each project enrolled in at the county fair.

2. Attend over one-half of the regularly scheduled club meetings.

3. Give a presentation at a project meeting, club meeting, or to a 4-H group.

4. Turn in your completed record book to your leader at the end of the 4-H year.
5. Meet requirements 1-4 on Emerald Pin Application.

6. Do 5 of the optional requirements for the Emerald Achievement Pin.

SILVER PIN

1. Exhibit one entry for each project enrolled in at the county fair.

2. Attend over one-half of the regularly scheduled club meetings.

3. Give a presentation at a project meeting, club meeting, or to a 4-H group.

7. Do 11 of the optional requirements for the Leadership Achievement Pin.

GOLD PIN

2. Attend over one-half of the regularly scheduled club meetings.

3. Turn in your completed record book to your leader at the end of the 4-H year.
4. Enroll and participate in the Leadership Project for the current year.

5. Have received the Silver Guard Pin and Leadership Pin.

6. Meet requirements 1-4 on Leadership Pin Application.

7. Do 15 of the optional requirements for the Gold Achievement Pin.
