Goats 50lbs

¢ Fair Dates-July 18th-July 25th, 2024

¢ The Dog Show will take place on the Friday before, July
19th in the evening.

¢ The Sheep/Goat show will take place on Monday morning,
July 22nd and weigh-in will be after the horse show on
Sunday.

¢ The Swine show will still take place on Tuesday morning,
July 23rd and weigh-in will be Monday evening.

¢ More information on weigh-in times and schedule will
come out as usual prior to fair.

¢ Premium money may be withheld if exhibits are removed
before 11lam without Fair Board approval.
