To provide a couple of logistical details, delegates have full 
medical coverage with 4-H insurance and bring their own 
spending money. While a separate room from the host sibling is 
not necessarily required, the host family does need to  
provide the Japanese delegate with a separate bed. There is a 
required application with references. An in-home interview will 
also be conducted as well as background checks for all adults 
living in the household.
